âîé ôèíàíñîâîé ñèñòåìû Ðîññèè, êîòîðûé äëèëñÿ
17 ëåò (1897—1914).

This law was brought about by instability of the
currency system that restrained development of Rus-
sian domestic and foreign economic ties and stopped
the inflow of foreign capital. The preparation of this
reform began in the 80th of the XIXth century. In 1895,
in his report to the Russian Tsar, Russian finance
minister S.Y. Vitte suggested the gold be introduced into
circulation. By 1895 through an increase in taxes, and
extraction and purchase of gold as well as through
foreign loans, the State Bank accumulated the gold
reserves worth 1,095 million rubles, which was nearly
equal to that of the paper money circulation in the
country (1,121 million rubles).
According to Ukase «On Minting and Introducing the
Gold into Circulation» of January 3, 1897, the 15-ruble
and 7.5-ruble coins were minted on the gold imperials
and half-imperials correspondingly, gold content of the
latter remained. This meant that they actually deval-
ued the ruble by one-third. According to the decree of
November 4, 1897, the 5-ruble gold coins were minted
with 3.87 grams of fine gold content;  and under the
decree of December 11, 1898, the 10-ruble gold coins
were minted with 7.74 grams of fine gold content.
The gold ruble was adopted as a monetary unit. On
August 29, 1897, Emperor Nikolai II signed a decree on
emission operations of the Bank of Russia. The latter
was qualified to issue state banknote. The banknote,
secured by the gold reserves, had been exchanged to
gold until 1914. Under the decree of March 27, 1898,
the silver and copper coins, which under E. Kankrin’s
reform had been introduced as exchange coins, re-
mained in circulation.
As a result, the monetary circulation structure was
changed. It was a period of high stability in the Russian
financial system. It had lasted for 17 years (1897-1914).

The 1895-1897 currency reform carried out by Sergei
Yulievich Vitte (1849-1915) put the gold currency
into circulation, and enhanced domestic and foreign
exchange rate of the ruble.

The paper money was also
in circulation and was freely exchanged for gold at a
fixed rate.
