The barque <«Krusenstern» was named after
Ivan Fedorovich Krusenstern (Adam Johann
von Krusenstern, 1770-1846) — Russian
traveler of German origin, admiral and
honorary member of the Russian Academy —
headed the 1803-1806 first Russian circum-
navigation which aimed to establish trade
with China and Japan. Boats «Nadezhda»
(Hope) under command of I.F. Krusenstern
and «Neva» under command of -captain-
lieutenant Yuri F. Lisianski set sails from
Kronstadt, rounded Cape Horn, and reached
the northern Pacific. Both seafarers drew
maps and made detailed recording of their
voyages.

The barque was built in Germany as a
training sailing ship in 1926 and was first
named «Padua». In 1946 the ship came into
operation in the Soviet Fleet under the name
«Krusenstern». In 1952 it was renamed
«Floating Base No 14». In 1957-1964 it was
twice modernized and in 1961 it received its
former name «Krusenstern».

In 1961-1963 «Krusenstern» participated in
three long-distance sailings: to the Northern
Atlantic and to the Bermudas, to Halifax,
Canada, and to the Northern Tropic in the
Atlantic. In 1996 «Krusenstern»
accomplished

a 10-month circumnavigation dedicated to
the 300th Anniversary of the Russian Fleet.
